An afternoon hike through pristine snow -
covered landscapes, challenging
ourselves with an approximate distance
of 10 kms.

As darkness falls, we gather around the 
campfire , sharing stories and awaiting
the celestial dance of the aurora 
borealis .

Given its remoteness, the extremely low 

temperatures, and the highly changeable 

weather, our polar guide will plan how the day 

will progress.

Weõll find a pleasant routine in our actions and 

in the distribution of the various tasks to be 

done out on the ice. In the morning, we take 

the time to get ready: the time it takes for 

enough snow to melt for our breakfast so that 

we're as rehydrated as possible. Everything we 

do takes much longer than usual. We wear 

gloves to handle our equipment. Once out of 

the tents, the extraordinary beauty of 

Greenland will mesmerize us and give us the 

energy to keep moving forward.

Above all, this is a human adventure that 

requires real team spirit.
